The Continette II is a low-cost channel baling press of the cutting press type, with automatic tying system 

and hydraulically controlled press channel for fully automatic production and high capacity.  

The baling press is available with a variety of cutters, depending on the type of material for which it is used. 

The cutters are located under the robust cutter bar in the press frame and on top of the pressing ram.
